One cutting machine

Two calenders for glazing with 4 pair rolls

Five hydraulic presses with pumps

Willow and two rag dusters

Three large steam boilers for generating steam

Four large iron rag boilers

Fifty stone bleaching chests

Five oval bleaching chests for chlorine

Two large stone stuff chests for machine

Four large pumps driven by machinery

Two bleaching press boxes

A large amount of shafting for driving machinery

Rag tables and boxes for about 90 women

A large amount of pipes and plumber work, lathe and tools and all other machinery large and small

Standing and going gearing utensils……. used in carrying on the manufacture of paper
